Greek News Project Requirements
A) Create your own newspaper page on Ancient Greece using Microsoft Publisher. Discover and uncover through research the world of Ancient Greece. Specifically you will work individually to explore one of the three areas:

· Describe the social organization of ancient Greece. Examples: classes of citizens, slavery; role and status of children, women, and men...
· Compare and contrast life in Sparta and Athens. Examples: social roles, education, governance, beliefs...
· Describe the importance of Greek myths in ancient Greek culture. Appreciate stories, legends, and myths of ancient societies as important ways to learn about the past.

B) Suggested theme elements:

· Interview with a historical person, editorial, breaking news story-i.e. warfare, sports, politics, myths/gods/goddesses, travel,  lifestyle/culture, etc.

C) Required elements for the layout:

· The layout includes consideration of select artistic elements including: line, form, shape, value, colour, texture.

· Artistic elements, images, pictures, photos are either original or copyright free, creative commons (categories to allow us e, limited for permission)
· Audience (who are you targeting) and purpose, message.

Project Timeline: 
April 2nd - April 5th - -Self-study of Ancient Greece web-based info., newspaper planning and mini-lessons

April 8th - April 12th – -Mini-lessons.  Rough Draft prep and complete prior to work in electronic lab.

April 15th - April 19th- -Electronic lab work periods.

April 22th - April 26th – Project due Monday April 22/13.
1) Rough Draft Proposal: This proposal must have received approval from teachers.  Please state your curiosities, and interest in researching your topic area within your newspaper. 

2) Project Planning: Will include mini-lesson participation, and ensuring their Greece folder is up to date with notes, journal entries, project draft, and project timeline.  Duotangs are reviewed daily-if there are any questions they can be asked directly to teachers or noted in their duotang to help give students timely feedback regarding overall progress.
3) Jot Notes: As you collect and read through the research be sure to jot note as much as possible. Jot notes are not a summary of the research you find but a way to pick out vocabulary and key pieces of information that you can use in making and presenting your genre. Make a section in your log book for jot notes. 

4) Vocabulary:  Create a typed list of 20 vocabulary words along with an explanation of how each word relates to your project. As you read through and collect research information, it is important to learn about the vocabulary of your given topic area. Knowing the language of your topic area not only helps to create a deeper understanding of the topic but allows you to create more specific inquiry questions --- by using the vocabulary. 

5)  Bibliography: Site all sources used including for eg. Internet sites ( cut and paste the author of the site, the address URL, and name of the site ). Books, Magazines, Articles, Newspapers ( Hanging files ), The Interview subject etc…

* Inquiry learners tend to go back over their research a number of times in the creation of an essential or driving question.
