Here is the information update regarding the Parent Night for Year End Inquiry Project.
Time: Thursday June 20th from 6 pm–7:30 pm. We are hoping most people will be able to attend between 6pm-7pm. 

Where: Rooms 218, 216 and the second floor hallway. 

Format: Set up booth and fair style. 

Intent: Students love to talk especially about their passions and this is a night for great conversation. Community members and students will meet informally and dialogue specifically about the challenges, hard work and new understandings created by inquiry based student research*.  *The majority of the research is face-to-face interview based.
Student Responsibilities and Evaluation: Students will be prepared to answer questions and be ready throughout the duration of the activity. Students are expecting at least 20 visits = 20 conversations throughout the evening. The students will have three panel presentation boards set up designed to help create conversation in rooms 218 and 216 as well as the second floor hallway. Students are expected to approach members of the community and give some insight into the history of their research. Students are expected to explain the key choices and decisions made throughout the inquiry process as well as key new understandings related to the areas of research.  
Community Responsibilities: We are hoping to have each student represented by family members including older siblings, parents, grandparents, aunts/uncles etc. We ask that community members engage with as many students as possible (in both 8B. and 8R.) by taking and interest and asking questions about the research. thus giving students the opportunity to tell their research story. Students are expecting at least 20 visits = 20 conversations throughout the evening. 
Inquiry Based Research Topics: In no particular order here are the Inquiry Based Research topics and questions the students challenged themselves with this year. 

· Dairy Farming: How does modern dairy farming work? 

· Modelling: Is modelling a good or bad thing for models and society? 
· Adoption: How can adoption effect the mental and emotional health of children involved? 

· Sports Injuries and Physiotherapy: What are the different types of common sport injuries and treatment? 

· K9 Training: What are the roles and responsibilities in training K9’s? 

· Criminal Law: What are the roles in making and enforcing laws?  
· Green Architecture: If there were more green buildings in our community what would it mean for the future of Architecture, the economy, and the environment? What is the effect of Green Architecture in one community? 
· Photography: What is the future of photography and why can it change the world? 
· Web Development: What are the innovations in web development around the world? 
· Children’s Health: How does the Children’s Hospital Foundation change conditions in the hospital to help kids? 

· Long Term Athlete Development (LTAD): How should a T2T (Train to Train) and T2C (Train to Compete) athlete train over the course of a year? 
· Paediatrics: What are the most effective ways Paediatricians work with the public? 
· Special Forces – Canadian Forces: How is the training and application process designed for the Special Forces? 
· Nursing: Why is health care in hospitals so important? 

· Music Therapy: How is music therapy used to control physical pain?
