As we are entering the home stretch, listed below is the June math exam date, special events and information regarding the upcoming Year End Inquiry Project 
The Year End Inquiry project, begins this week. This is a great opportunity for students to finish the year researching, studying, and getting involved with people who make a difference in our community. Students begin by researching a topic of great interest and learn to make connections with professionals in the field. In the past many students have identified this project as the highlight the grade eight year. 

Although there are many ways to approach the Year End Inquiry Project, two approaches have been most common. 

· Social Justice Issue: Students will start with a question about a social justice issue. For example; Why are some people without a home in our city? 

· Profession: Students will start with a specific question about a profession. For example What does it take to be a scientist working on cancer research?

The Inquiry process begins with curiosity, mixed with back ground knowledge and connects to a topic of interest. Students then work to form  specific questions throughout the research. Primary research (interviews and job shadowing) is the next key step to finding the answers to inquiry questions.  Students should begin contacting or confirming possible sources for interviews and visits with professionals, as soon as possible. 

 The week of  Monday, June 3rd to Friday, June 7th, will be set aside for students to interview and or job shadow with professionals in the field. Students need to have proper supervision and a solid plan for this week confirmed well in advance by parents and teachers.  Students and parents  need to complete a permission form for each day that they are expected to be away. No students will be allowed to leave the school to conduct their research without first handing in their signed permission form including all pertinent information. We require the assistance of parents for any necessary transportation and supervision during this week. 
Students are required to attend all classes during the week of June 3rd to June 7th when not job shadowing or attending an interview.  It is important that students be in attendance for all specialist classes and to prepare for year end exams. 

As part of the Year End Inquiry Assessment, all students are required to be present and participate in all student presentations (Tuesday June  12th (pm)  to Friday June 21st.    Both 8B and 8Roe will be combined at times in order to share and celebrate the inquiry process.
